Nationwide there are currently

1,234,590
jobs in communications, including film, 
music, broadcast media and digital 
media, covering the gamut of ATL 
(above the line) and BTL (below the 

line) positions.

Of those positions

933,380
are ATL positions including producers, 
directors, screenwriters, composers, 
and performers.

With expected

4% GROWTH
industry-wide through 2024, there will 
be 39,735 new ATL jobs across the 
country in film, music, broadcast media 
and digital media.

This includes new trends in marketing 
and content creation, where industries 
previously not media- dependent need 
to create and deliver information 
through increasingly digital means.
