Astrology Productions founded in 2019 to put on a Holiday Christmas show event showcasing musical and dance.  The Manager/Producer of the show has a veteran musical, producing and songwriting background dating back to the 1980’s.   The concept of the show and some of the song arrangements have been in the pre-production phase for ten years.  

Emmy award winning Ron Noble with Nobletown Studio, and owner of the studio, is supplying the graphics and scenery design.  Ron Noble revised the dance script to fit the elements of the show.  The dance script will go through further development when the Casting/Artistic Director is hired. 

The event show will tell the story of the birth of Christ through musical and dance.  A determined Herod and soldiers confront the witty Three Kings to find the new born King of the Jews where Angels through balletic movements and martial arts are summoned to the rescue.  Act one will feature a manger scene with a hill in the background where Herod and soldiers and serpents descend down from the hill.  The second act will feature a village setting where Herod and soldiers make a last attempt to find the new born baby Jesus.  There will be an intermission with entertainment but also allowing time to grab some refreshments.

                            History 
A show will be produced depending on the funding (Off-Off Broadway, Off-Broadway or Broadway). It is hoped to secure dancers, casting/artistic director, stage manager, choreographer(s) from a professional organization or guild.  The show has been in the planning stages for over 10 years where Astrology Productions LLC was created for this show and to operate and manage a business to promote and produce entertainment, performing arts, sound recordings and film productions.  You may view the status and general information for the business at http://www.sos.ks.gov.  Astrology Productions has created treatments and synopsis for The Magi and the Messiah and Babe Ruth animated films.  Astrology Productions is creating  budgets for these proposed films through CELTX with another collaborator (Ron Noble).  Astrology Productions will produce these films if a distributor deal is secured.  The show production will help promote the movie (none of the money for this show production will be used for this movie; if a distributor deal is secured then the distributor will guarantee the loan on the film). If there is a movie then it will help promote the show in the future. Astrology Productions as of this time has produced only piano solos for the show, some of the songs are Silent Night, Hark the Herald, We Three Kings, O Come Emmanuel, etc., but a production with more instruments will be created at a later date to sell and for promotion.  Astrology Productions’ Manager has a background in music going back to the 80’s and worked with songwriting/producing teams.  Astrology Productions’ Manager background in music consists of courses in music theory, music arrangement, jazz dance, vocals and piano studies. 
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Greg Owens is the Manager and Producer for the show The Magi and the Messiah for the coming 2019 holiday season.   He has also, written a treatment for The Magi and the Messiah to be adapted into a screenplay for an animated movie where it is planned for Astrology Productions to act as the production company for the animated film. 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The Magi and The Messiah 
Christmas Spectacular Dance Script
This Christmas Spectacular uses dance and traditional Christmas songs to tell the story of the birth of Christ. It stars Mary, Joseph, Baby Jesus, Angels, The Three Kings, Shepherds and more, with evil King Herod and his soldiers attempting to destroy the newborn Messiah King that threatens Herod’s reign.

  

The music is led by keyboards and electronic drums with a touch of guitar and a small orchestra.  Dance styles range from tap, jazz, and ballet to ballroom and even hip-hop.  
The show intermission has more Christmas music, but with an off-beat, modern, light-hearted approach to contrast the dramatic main story on stage.
 
Scene 1: “Silent Night” (gentle music)

The Star of Bethlehem shines bright above center stage.

(Stage left) Pregnant Mary and Joseph arrive at the manger weary from a long journey. They settle into the manger next to the makeshift crib filled with hay, surrounded by farm animals (props).  Angels ballet dance around the manger comforting Mary as Joseph helps her lay back on the hay covered floor.

(Scene fades to black)

The Star above continues to shine.

Scene 2:  “We Three Kings” & “Hark the Herald Angels Sing”

(Lights come up on Stage Right)  

A mist hangs in the air on a hillside as “We Three Kings” begins to play.  The Three Kings walk along the bottom of the hill guided by the Star above.  Suddenly the music drops to a dark minor key as King Herod’s troops appear on the hilltop dressed in armor carrying spears. They descend tap dancing down the hill in a military march (along with video projection of serpents following behind them). The soldiers confront the Three Kings who courageously face down the soldiers in a tap dancing “dance-off.”  Just as the Kings look defeated, trumpets sound off!  The Angels swoop in on wires to “Hark the Herald Angels Sing” and ballet dance with leaping and spinning moves flying into the air as if using martial arts to drive back Herod’s men until they flee off-stage.

The Angels then escort the Kings to the manger--

Scene 3: “Away In The Manger”

(Lights come up on the manger)

Mary is now cradling Baby Jesus.  Joseph has his arms wrapped lovingly around both of them. The Angels gracefully dance to the back of the manger. Mary places Jesus in the crib as the Three Kings kneel before the newborn Messiah and present their gifts.  

The shepherds then dance in and kneel before the baby Jesus.

Then we hear a single small drum from the distance.

Scene 4: “The Little Drummer Boy”

The little drummer boy plays his drum as he timidly walks in from the darkness toward the manger. “The Little Drummer Boy” music plays.  The Angels, Kings and shepherds dance to the rhythm, even Joseph and Mary join the dance encouraging the boy to play for Jesus.  It ends with the cast gathered arm in arm smiling tenderly around the crib as the drummer boy kneels down at the feet of Jesus.

(Lights down to black- Curtains close for intermission)

Intermission: 

A hip hop version of Jingle Bells plays.  The lights come up revealing two DJs behind turntables in spacesuits with helmets (hiding their faces like Daft Punk). They spin songs, scratch mix records like “Do They Know It's Christmas,” “Jingle Bell Rock,” “Up on the Housetop,” and more.  They dance hip hop, pop n’ lock, and of course do the moonwalk.

2nd Half of the show:

Curtains up revealing - Bethlehem Village Set

Scene 5: “Do You Hear What I Hear”

Mary is carrying baby Jesus, (covered up in her arms under a blanket) as she and Joseph walk through the village.  “Do you Hear What I Hear” plays as villagers dance in jazz/Broadway-style going about their business in the village, they notice the new family.  Curious villagers lean out of windows, there’s an excitement in the air.  A wise elderly man asks to see the baby Jesus.  Mary finally pulls back the blanket to reveal Jesus.  A halo seems to glow from the baby.  The wise man dances jubilantly!  He knows this is the Messiah!

Scene 6: “O Come Emmanuel”

“O Come Emmanuel” plays as the wise man calls to the village to rejoice and gather round the Holy Family.  Bells ring in the town square!  Villagers dance joyously (ballroom style) around the family looking at the newborn and celebrating the savior’s arrival.

Scene 7:  “Carol of the Bells” -- dramatic and dark>> ( https://youtu.be/Z3bNAvaQihA )

Suddenly we hear military tap dance marching again. A heavy, dramatic version of  “Carol of the Bells” plays as Herod’s soldiers march into the village looking for the newborn Jesus. Mary tucks the baby back under the blanket. She and Joseph try to run, but the soldiers are everywhere, so the family hides in the crowd.  The soldiers’ formation parts in two as King Herod himself tap dances/marches out ominously from the middle. The villagers cower in fear.  Herod points to baby Jesus signaling his men to seize the child!

As his men march forward to take Jesus away, the Angels swoop in with ballet martial arts style spins and kicks again, but there’s too many soldiers the angels can’t stop them all.

Herod himself moves in to take the baby from Mary and Joseph, but instantly the sky goes dark! A spotlight from above beams down on to Herod!  Lightning flash! Thunder! Herod and his men are now frozen in fear. The Angels rise up and surround the Holy Family.  Another lightning flash and a few soldiers’ spears burst into flames!  God has spoken!  Herod and his men retreat fleeing for their lives.  A few Angels chase them out to make sure they’re gone for good.

The other Angels gather around the Holy Family as “O Come O ye Faithful” plays triumphantly.  Mary pulls the blanket back from Jesus to reveal him again.  His halo glows even brighter. The Angels, Joseph and the villagers dance joyously around the family, then everyone kneels down. Tears of joy as Mary holds Baby Jesus up high toward the spotlight coming from above (young Simba in The Lion King style) and we end with a huge finish on “Oh come let us adore him…Christ…the Lord!!”

(Curtains close)

THE END

“We Wish You a Merry Christmas” plays as the cast comes out for final bows and applause.

The song continues as exit music for the audience.

Notes of possible further development of the script: 

· A young Little Drummer Boy will be added in the Little Drummer Boy song scene. 

· The Little Drummer Boy with a girl will be added in the dance in the Do You Hear What I Hear scene. 

· An evil woman and man villager will be added in Act II.
